
Rules for Camper’s 
Out of Bounds areas: 
 

BUSH/FIRE BREAKS 
ROPED OFF AREAS – please walk around 
CUBE – no climbing on external walls unless participating in a program 
BEACH – no access unless under supervision of WP staff or your 
teachers/supervisors/parents 
OTHER DORMS – you are not permitted to enter any other dorm other than 
yours 
Dorm Room 
 

FOOD/DRINKS – there is no food or drinks permitted in the rooms. Please 
consume this outside or in your dining room. It attracts mice, cockroaches 
and ants 
MOVING OF BEDS/BUNKS – strictly not allowed 
WINDOWS – DO NOT jump in or out of windows. It is dangerous! If caught 
you will be asked to leave the camp 
DRINK FOUNTAIN – there is a drink fountain located at the back of the Dining 
Hall with cold filter water. You will need a water bottle to fill it up 
Safety 
 

FOOTWEAR – please keep some form of footwear on AT ALL TIMES. There 
are snakes, especially with the warmer weather as well as the possibility of 
glass and sharp objects 
SMOKE DETECTORS – each room is fitted with one. They are super sensitive; 
steam from a kettle will set them off as will an aerosol can pointed directly at 
it. We cannot turn the alarm off nor can we stop the fire truck from coming 
MUSTER POINT – Out the front of the Office 
BREAKAGES – please report any broken windows, sprinklers, doors, bunks, 
flooring etc to WP staff or your supervisors 
DINING HALL – you will be allocated a dining room for which you are 
responsible for setting up, packing down and cleaning at the end of your stay 
CLEANING – You will be required to sweep and mop all rooms including your 
rec room, bathrooms and Dining Room. There are bins allocated to your 
dorm. Please use them. 
WILDLIFE – please do not disturb or feed them 
PARKING – Instruct car owners NOT to park BEHIND the Dining Hall. This is 
reserved for Catering Staff, Deliveries, DSR Staff, Bus Turn-Around and Fire 
Brigade; they can park in the parking bays or the area located directly next to

When staying at Woodman Point, the following items are required by each 
guest: 
· Sleeping bag, doona or sufficient blankets 
· Single sheet 
· Pillow case 
· Towels (1 bath towel & 1 Beach towel) 
· Water/Drink Bottle – Cassandra to supply 
· Hat 
· Sunglasses 
· Sunscreen – Cassandra to supply 
· Toiletries’ 
· Rain coat 
· Bathers / Board shorts and Rashie 
· Thongs / Sandals 
· Trainers/sneakers (ALL land based activities require these) 
 
DORM DUTIES 
Each group is responsible for the cleaning of the dorm before departure. 
Areas & Duties to be done: 
· Each room – swept and mopped 
· Hallways – swept and mopped 
· Bathrooms – swept and mopped 
· Grassed area surrounding building  
· Mattresses need to be put on their sides with pillow in front of it on 
each bed for easy checking 
· Tuart and Jervoise – all kitchen equipment to be cleaned and put away 
Please note: We do not supply you with any chemicals for the clean-up.
