It’s time to think about travel during the 2009-2010 school year.





For those of you unaware of our travel schedule, we have evolved a four-year cycle that we have been using for the past twelve years. We go overseas the first year, stay home for a year to rest up and recover from the fundraising, travel somewhere stateside the third year, then stay home and start fundraising the fourth year for the next overseas trip.  This cycle allows every member of the program to have a chance to do one big overseas experience without killing everyone with huge never-ending fundraising projects. Plus, it allows everyone to participate in an additional traveling performance on a smaller scale.





The schedule has worked pretty well. Stateside we’ve performed in Washington DC (1998), San Antonio, Texas (2002) and Washington DC (2006) while performing overseas in Ireland (2000), Ireland (2004), and Honolulu, Hawaii (2008). The cycle puts this year as a rest year, which is pretty well true. The performance in Australia was a separate project that wasn’t funded by the band boosters and by fundraising, but by outside international and corporate sponsors (although it was a pretty cool experience.)





We have been performing quite often in St. Patrick’s Day parades over the years for a couple of reasons. First, it’s a good time in the school year to travel. There are not a lot of major tests going on at the school that would keep the students from making the trip. The school is also very good at working with us to avoid conflicts such as Prom (they even rescheduled Prom around us once, which I thought was a very nice thing to do.) I also like doing parades as our traveling performance. We are almost always guaranteed a large crowd to perform for and the equipment that we must carry with us is fairly minimal. Also, what better Irish name than Murphy?





I approached the students this year with a couple of alternatives, and they seemed to like the St. Patrick’s Day Parade in Chicago the best. Chicago is a great experience and we are looking at a very good travel package.





There is additional information about the Chicago trip elsewhere in this newsletter, plus a great deal of information will be given out at the Booster meeting. I will be setting up a place on the band website where all of this information will be in one place.
