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NEW PARENT INFO: UNIFORMS

Gloves: the band will provide first set. They are $5.00 a pair after that. Students keep their gloves and bring them to each game. Gloves need to be washed after each game. We sell more gloves than any other item and they are also the biggest cause for being pulled from the block for a uniform infraction.

Black socks are required and provided by students. We sell them for $3 a pair. They are also a big seller each week.

Black marching shoes- we will fit and order shoes during band camp. Cost will be $30 during band camp. If you miss this order, the cost goes to $35. Payment must be made prior to receiving shoes.

We will fit freshmen at band camp on July 31st beginning at noon. It will be a process that will take several hours. We ask that parents not be in the uniform room as their student is fitted. 

We will wear the hot weather uniform for the first few games.
