Malaguena, composed by Cuban Ernest Lecuena, was originally a piano composition, but was transcribed for the Stan Kenton band. Spain, composed by Chick Corea in the 1970’s, has become one of those jazz standards that everyone must play. Big Noise from Winnetka, originally composed in 1938 by bassist Bob Haggart, became identified with the great drummer Gene Krupa (originally with the Benny Goodman Band) who, for all intent and purposes, invented the concept of the drum solo (for which I am sure that all of you parents of drummers are eternally grateful.) 





I am really enjoying this music. Oddly enough, I was considering doing a show based on Southern Rock when one of the students, Tyler Williams, suggested a big band show. Although we have done several of those over the years at Murphy, this particular group has not. I think his suggestion was a good one.
